For instance, MacArthur esti­

mated publicly on December 2 
that there were about 500,000 Chi­
nese troops in Korea. (This was in 
direct contrast to his estimate just 
six days before that there were 
not enough Chinese in Korea to 
interfere with getting the boys 
home by Christmas.) On Decem­
ber 4, however, MacArthur upped 
his esti--1ate to more than one mil­
lion Chinese in Korea or on the 
border, while on December 15 he 
announced that "a bottomless well 
of Chinese Communists manpower 
continues to ft.ow into Korea."
