Pursuant to USCIBEC decision o£ 21 September 1954, the USCIB 
Intelligence Committee reviewed subject report by the Director, NSA. 
The Committee, with t..'lle NSA Member not voting, concluded that the report, 
while containing data on the current status of exploitation, does not 
provide the type of information that is required for an adequate unde~ 
standing of the present and potential capabilities of u.s. resources 
to satisfy u.s. ODMINT requirements. The Committee believes that, in 
order to review the extent to which u.s. resources can be applied 
effectively to fulf'ill the Master Requirements List, USCIB requires 
answers to the following questions: 

a. Are the resources now employed, or programmed .for employ­
ment, sufficient to develop and apply ~ the u.s. technical potential 
against those .foreign communications that are required to fulfill u.s. 
COMINT requirements? 

b. I.f the anm1er, to question .! is no: 

{1) What additional resources are needed to accomplish the 
full development referred to in question~ above? 

{2) To what extent could the shortage or resources in any 
particular problem be overcome by the transfer of resources 
from other problems, and if so, what would be the effect 
on the problem or problems red~ced b.y such a transfer~ 

{3) To what extent could the required resources listed in 
the answer to questionR{l) above be obtained by increasing 
the total resources available to the National Security Agency? 

c. It ia recommended that the answers to questions.! and~ above 
be broken down according to the following types of communications: 

(1) Russian communications. 
(2) Chinese Oonmnxnist communications. 
(3) Other Orbit communications. 

(4) No~Orbit communications.
