AS-10 1. As a result or Army•N'aV7 correspondence on the 

subject of ANCRECO, Admtral Denteld addressed a letter to 
the Research and Development Board in which he 

. 
a. Requested that a panel be set up in the Research and Development 

Board under the Electronics Committee with Security Equipment as its field of 
interest and 

b. That in view or the aeourit;. desired onl;y NME personnel be on this 
panel, i.e., no civilian membership. 

2. The Executive Council of the RDB has forwarded Admiral Denfeld·' a letter 
to the Electronics Committee, agreeing with the establiShment or a Pane1 under 
the Electronics Commi~tee, but disagreeing with exclusion or civilian, i.e., not 
MilE personnel trom this panel. 

3. Admiral Denfeld's letter is to be considered_by the Electronics Committee· 
in its meetiag scheduled for 24 Februar;y 1949. 

-· 4. Admiral Denfeld's letter was discussed informallY at the Communications 
Panel meeting or 10 February. Principal points made were: 

a. 'roo manr panels alread;y 

b. Scop~ or the work did not call for Panel Status 

c. Close integration with Terminal Equipment would be essential in RDB , 
considerations.. 

Tbeltainstructed consensus or opinion wes that security equipment belongs within 
\he ffel~ of interest or the subpanel on Terminal Equipment (telephone, facsim.Ue, 
teletype etc.). The decision reached by the Communica~iona Panel was to take 
no formal action, but to instruct representatives on the El~c~ronics Committee 
prior to the meeting scheduled for 24 February 1949.
