3. WJ.th respect to avaJ.labl.lJ.ty of the CCM, thJ.s equipment J.S already 
coiDIIIJ.ttecl for use in NATO milJ.tary commum.catJ.ons. Further, the estLmated 
NATO requJ.rements tar -exceed the number of CCMs J.n enstence. Inasmuch as 
thJ.s Agency has no jurJ.sdJ.ction over the BntJ.sh Typex Mark II equipmant, 
no statement as to avulabJ.lJ.ty- can be made. 

4. In the J.nterest of over-all commum.catLon securJ. ty-, the Armed 
Forces .SecUr.L ty Agency- is J.nterested 1.n assJ.sting J.n the solutJ.on to thJ.s 
problem. However, in the absence of J.nforma. 'b. on WJ. th respect to the exact 
quantJ.ty of eqm.pments reqUJ.red, fJ.m recommendatJ.ons cannot be made. It 
is suggested that you determ.J.ne the quantity of eqUJ.pments reqUJ.recl am 
furm.sh this J.nformat:Lon to thJ.s Agency. It J.S conceJ.Vable that J.f the 
reqUl.rement J.s suffJ.CJ.ently small, agreement may be reached between the UK 
arxl US to dJ.vert CCMs for th:Ls purpose.

b. The CCM J.S over coJIIDil. tted for NATO use. 

c. The avulabl.li ty of the Bn.tJ.sh Typex Mark II, Sl.mplex: 1.s unknown. 

d. The lack of spec1fic 1nformataon as to quantity reqw.rements precludes 
f1.rm recommendation. 

5. The securJ.ty weaknesses ot the CCM are recogm.zed as well as the 
operat:Lonal dl.sa.dvantages of HERMES and the lesser operataonal dJ.sa.dvantages 
of LUCIFER. However, no other machme can be made avulable 1.n time to 
satisfy t:tus requ1rement.

· in the Turlc.sh alphabet, classifJ.ed SECRET 1 together with the assoc1ated 
dev1ce, CSP 845, (2) a BntJ.sh :ma.clune c1pher system, Typex Mark II with 
Sl.Dlplex settJ.ngs, am (3) the CombJ.ned C1pher Machl.ne (CCM). It mll 
be recalled that the latter tl«:> dances were author1zed for release to 
NATO for NATO purposes. 

S1nce the Turk1sh Government 1s 1nterested 1n acqlll.l'ing the latest 
type of cryptogra.phl.c dance that can be made avaJ..lable to them, 1 t is 
asswned that the Comb1ned Cipher Machme may best f1 t th1s reqUJ.rement.
