2. The Chairman stated that Dr. Jatf'ee bad been ·1n,-1ted to attend 
this meetir!g because of the great &mount· ot work he has already done 
to a.id in the establishment ot a technical Journal for the Agency. 

3. The Cha.irllll.n then addressed the Board • s attention to the 
agenda.. After a. considerable discussion ot each item, the following 
decisions were reached on each-: 

a. Appointment of Executive Secretary to the Board. Captain 
I. T. McDcmald, USAF, was appointed Executive Secrete.ry, "pro tem." 

b. level of technical proficiency to which the JourDal shoul~ 
appeal. The technical level to which the Journa.;L should have its greatest 
a~l should be that ot a. GS-11 and higher, but aii1AI:td contain an occasional. 
article ot a higher level. Tbe obJect should be to appeal to the greatest 
number of h'"SA people consistent with l~eeping the Journal a document of 
high professional caliber. · 

c. Degree of professional f'ormat and characteristics desired for. 
tbe Journal. Some succeasf'ul professional journal should be selected al!d 
used as ata.nCJard for physi~ appearance, me.ke-up, foot-noting, style, etc., 
by which the Managing Editor can set the spec~.:tic rules tor E.A's Technical 
Journal. 'lbe Joumal will be letter pressed. 
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d. Security classification l:L,ni:~tiona to be placed on Journal. 

Tbe .class:l1'ication will collf'orm with tJSCIB and I8A security standards 
and the teclm.ica.l level desired in the J'ourm.i. The Journa.l will be 
published at the S!CRft level, but it will be possible to publish SI!'.CftET 
C~, TOP SECRET and TOP SEC.RET COlBlO.RD supplements to 8Z13 1aaue • 

e. Internal and external distribution cf Journal. · 

(l) Distri~tion will be limited to those il'Jdividuals 
who request it by application and 1.-rhose appl.icaticms are approved. 

(2) Each copy of the J~ Will be nwDi;)e:red. 

(3) Each copy will contain a statement to tbe effect 
that it is the property of the National Security Agency a.ud must be 
returned to the appropriate custodian prior to the resiglla.tion, transfer, 
etc., ot the person to whom the copy is charged. 

(4) The list of Journal recipients will be period.ical.:cy 
reViewed. 

( 5) The Editorie.l Policy Board will monitor the security" 
aspects of the distribution relative. to tbe "need to kno11." 

t. Frequency of pu.blication. The Journal will be initiall,y 
published on a . quarterly basis. 

g. Qual.1ticat1ons desired in a Ma.nagiiJg Editor, predicated 
on an examination ot a. tentative job description. A Subcommittee 
consisting of Dr. Cs.mp3.1gne alld Mr. Jones, With Dr. Ja:ffee as Advisor, 
was appointed to develop e. new job description for the ll'&nagi.Dg Editor 
tar presentation and discussion at the ZJext Board meeting. 

h. The role of tbe Editorial POlicY Beard. Dr. Shinn was 
appginted to work with the SUbcommittee on the probiem of the working 
relationships ot tlJe Board e.nd the Ma.llaging Editor; be is to report 
to the :eoard at its next II!Seting.
