a. The Contractor, as an independent contractor, shall furnish all services
and supplies, perform the necessary research, compile pertinent data and shall do all
other things necessary to complete the requirements of Purchase Desceription OOF3
dated & August 1955. :

ARTICIE II - DELIVERY

The Contractor shall deliver, not later than 31 July 1956, the completed work
f required herein to the Director, National Security Agency; however, the Government
may at its discretion extend the date of delivery for good cause shown.

ARTICLE III - INSPECTION AND APPROVAL

standards or is otherwise unsatisfactory as to coverage and content, the Contractor
shall make such changes, corrections, additions or deletions a3 are necessary to meet
the required standards and to produce satisfactory work.

and return andi {11i) the contractor may be authorized to travel by Govermment trans-
portation within or without the continental United Stctes. Reimbursement for travel
expenses incurred by the Contractor will require the rrovision of additional funds to
this contract and the execution of a Supplemental Agreement to provide therefor.
