bearing the nlmiler of the message. Each ·message wUl be transmitted in code. 
The envelope containing tbe message will not be opened until just prior to 

putting 1 t on the atpber atta.ebment. Each message received for transmission 
w.tll be returned to the Cable Section of the GeneraJ. Staff with the :f'ol.low­

ing times noted on the oaek of the message:
