2o Even today hotel accommodat5ons are arra~ed by this office several 
days in advance to insure that visitor-s will be adequately, not 
luxuriously~ taken care of~ Today~ transportation out of England is 
difficult to, with the Lcndon MATS office aetting only three seats per 
week on the two Frankfurt-Paris~Washington nights, Of course t.he 
regul.1ir M:\TS service from Prestwick through Ireland-Newfoundland and 
Nova Scot'ia to Westover is also a'raiL'lble" It seems unlikely that.
